When the calculator becomes disabled due to overflow etc., "E" (ERROR) will be displayed and you cannot perform

calculations any more.

This is called the [error check function] and occurs in the following cases:

[1] When the number of digits of the integral part in the calculation process exceeds 12.
[2] When the number of digits of the integral part in the memory exceeds 12.

To cancel error check, press the [ON/CE.C] key and clear "E" (ERROR) display.

If you want to start calculation, press the [ON/CE.C] key again.
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Currency calculation

Currency, local, and rate keys

To use the functions of the above keys, operate as follows:
When $1 =\120, for example, operate the buttons as follows:

To set the rate:

[1] Press the [ON/CE.C] key to display 0.

[2] Enter the rate, for example, 120.

[3] Press the [RATE] button. The RATE displayed on the LCD will blink.

[4] Press the [LOCAL] button. The RATE displayed on the LCD will stop blink and stay on.

To call the rate:

[1] Press the [ON/CE.C] key to display 0.
[2] Press the [RATE] button. The RATE displayed on the LCD will blink.
[3] Press the [LOCAL] button. The RATE displayed on the LCD will stop blink and stay on, and 120 will be displayed.

To convert rates:

[1] Press the [ON/CE.C] key to display 0.

[2] Enter the value you want to convert. For example, enter 5 (dollars).

[3] Press the [CURRENCY] button. 600 (yen) will be displayed.

[4] Enter 1000 (yen).

[5] Press the [LOCAL] button. 1000 (yen) will be converted to dollar at the specified rate and 8.3333 will be displayed.

[2] Remove the old battery.

[3] Wipe the surface of a new battery with a dry cloth carefully and place it + side up (Fig. 2).
[4] When you are done, replace the battery cover.

[5] Press the [ON/CE.C] key to turn on the power.

[6] To make sure, press the [MRC] key to clear memory.

* Be sure to replace the battery at least once a year even when the calculator is operating properly.
* Ifyou use the calculator with almost dead battery, the memory may be cleared when light on the solar battery is blocked off.

To prevent consuming excess power, this product will be turned off around six minutes after the last operation.
When you start using the calculator again, press the [ON/CE.C] to turn it on.

Replacing the battery

When the button battery is dying, the following may occur especially when you use this product in a dark place:
[1] The display becomes pale and hard to read.
[2] When the display is off due to the auto power off function, the display does not come back when you press the

[ON/CE.C] key.

In such cases, replace the battery.

The first battery is mounted at shipment. It may be dead before the specified period of use (about one year).

When the button battery is almost dead:

[1] The number stored in the memory becomes "0".

[2] The display becomes pale during use especially in a dark place.
[3] The display is not turned on when you press the [ON/CE.C] key.
In such cases, replace the battery immediately.

This calculator adopts dual power system where two power sources (a solar battery ad a button battery (LR44)) are used.

Not like calculators with only a solar battery which can not be used in dark places, this product can be used in any place
as far as you have enough light to see the display.
